	Location Knowledge
	Pupils begin to name the school that they attend, the town they live in and the road that they live on.
Listens to stories about places other than where they live.
Know that there are different countries in the work and talk about the differences they have experienced or seen in photos.

	To listen to stories from other places and locate them on a globe with support.
To find familiar places on a map with support.
They are able to name the town they live in and at least two other towns familiar to them.
Draw information from a simple map.


	Pupils can name and locate three (Europe, Africa, North America) of the seven continents of the world
Pupils can name and locate two (Atlantic and Pacific) of the five oceans of the world
Pupils can identify that they live in England in the UK and can name the city that they live in 
	Pupils can name and locate the four countries of the United Kingdom.

Children can name the four capital cities of the United Kingdom.
Pupils can name and locate the seven continents of the world
Pupils can name and locate the five oceans of the world



	Place Knowledge 
	Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place where they live or the natural world.
Pupils can name different parts of the whole school and have an understanding as to where they are.
Pupils can talk about the things that they find in the school grounds and begin to recognise how these are different in a contrasting familiar place e.g. trees on the field, sand on the beach.
	They talk about the features of their own environment and how environments might vary from one another.
Understand the features found in at least two contrasting environments e.g. farm and town.
Recognise some environments that are different to the one in which they live.
Explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries, drawing on knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts and (when appropriate) maps.
Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.

	Children have looked at a local area (UK) and compared it to another area (non UK) and are able to identify human and physical geography similarities and differences. 
 
Children can read a basic key to locate features on a map and can provide directions for a journey.

Children can explore and name some of the physical features of the town they live in . 




	Children can identify similarities and differences between the Uk and a non-UK country and can write a fact file / report.

Children can identify, name and describe some physical and human features of the town they live in.  





	Human and Physical Geography
	Shows an interest in the lives of people familiar to them.
Shows an interest in different occupations and ways of life
Show care and concern for their immediate environment e.g. tidying, recycling snack containers, cycling on the path not on the flower bed.
Listens to stories about places other than where they live and begins to know that some places are hot and some cold in the natural world. 
	Children recognise the changes that take place in the natural environment and know what is different about objects in the environment. 

Children know the important seasonal changes in the environment e.g. autumn to winter, winter to spring.

Children can also identify some of the changes on trees and the colour of the leaves.

Children begin to recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others and among people, cultures and communities.

	Pupils can identify seasonal patterns (link to seasonal change in Science) in the UK.
Pupils can locate hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and North or South Poles
Pupils are beginning to use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to human features and physical features (specific examples found on the curriculum). 

	Pupils can identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK.
Pupils can locate hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and North and South Poles
Pupils can use a wide range of basic geographical vocabulary to refer to human features and physical features. Name, locate and describe / label.

	Begin to talk about the layout of small world situations

	Children recognise, create and describe patterns.
